Kotkin is the provocateur. He challenges, but also embraces, many of the tenants of the “new regionalism” in his report from 2005. He acknowledges that a key challenge facing developers, builders, planners and public officials will be how to accommodate the growth of suburbia. This can best be done, not by rejecting the suburban ideal—which would violate the essential desires of most Americans—but by crafting ways to make it work in a better, more efficient and humane way.

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Part II – Transportation and Case Study Background
Susan Handy, “Smart growth and the transportation-land use connection: What does the research tell us?” International Regional Science Review, 2005. 

This report gives us key insights into the relationship between transportation and land use.  Do investments in light rail transit generate net new growth or just redistribute it? Do new highways cause growth, do they contribute to sprawl? What about the “new urbanism” principles of high density development: do these development efforts really have an impact on regional growth patterns? The report shows that the evidence is decidedly mixed and provides caution to overly ambitious claims of success from proponents of smart growth.
